The Motion:





Explanation: The current committee has found the Membership area of Hartwell Players to be one of confusion and poor record keeping and this has been an unsatisfactory situation for a number of years. The current committee would like to make membership clearer and fairer. Everything in italics is not part of the Motion but meant to explain the purpose of the Motion. 





None of these changes except one (see below), require constitutional changes and some of what’s described below is not a change but simply clearly stating something that Members have been previously confused about. The overall purpose of the Motion is get both the Committee and the Membership agreed on what is constituted by Membership of Hartwell Players.





Motion:


That Hartwell Players change its Membership structure as of 01/09/2009. That these changes incorporate the following:	





The Constitutional change:





Currently:  Clause 5. (2) states: “ A member’s annual subscription is valid for 12 months from date of payment.”





That this should be replaced by: “A member’s annual subscription is valid from the 1st of September to the 31st August. That this time frame may be extended on an individual basis upon the Committee’s discretion.”





Rest of the Motion:


								


That membership coincides with the Hartwell Financial Year (HFY) which runs from 1st September to the 31st August of the following year for all members. That the period from 01/09 to 01/11 in the HFY be regarded as the time to renew membership. That any membership taken up during the HFY only run until the end of the HFY.(This means that there is now one time of the year to renew membership for everyone which is easier to administer and less confusing for the membership. As it stands it’s an honesty system and that is due to poor record keeping & administration





That Season 4 new members have a grace period and be included in the following HFY. (I.e. Anyone who joins in July or August for the purposes of being involved in the Season 4 production (October/November) is granted a financial membership until 31st August of the following year. This is what is referred to in the constitutional change by “Committee’s discretion”  )	





That the ‘Production Fee’ be abolished all productions. That a ‘Catering Fee’ be introduced for the Summer Show.(This has been brought into effect immediately and is included for information of members. The reasoning behind this is that on several productions recently is has been noted that while fees have been collected, ostensibly for coffee, tea & bikkies not much has been seen to be done with the money. Also with a Membership of $25 plus a Production Fee of $15 made Hartwell one of the more expensive ‘straight’ theatre companies in Melbourne and for that money it was considered that it didn’t provide value for money.





That the AGM take place in November of each year.





To vote in AGM’s you must be a current financial member of Hartwell Players												


That the benefits of Membership be as follows:


Every single Adult or Junior membership gets one free physical ticket, that this free ticket can be redeemed at any of the Hartwell productions for that HFY. 


The right to vote at the AGM.


Is covered for public liability while involved in Hartwell Player activities.


A Membership Card.


That a Membership Card for a Family Membership lists all people covered by that Family Membership					


That a Family Membership be for up to two Adults and as many children that are part of the same household and at the same address. That all members listed on a Family Membership are entitled to their own separate free ticket.
